Grand Bahama (for New Providence only students from Garvin Tynes Primary* will be 

considered) during the intake year. 

 

 In need of financial assistance 

 

 Student must have a 3.0 GPA or above 

 

 Student must show evidence of involvement in community and extra-curricular activities 

 

 Student must be able to attend the required candidate interviews
